GUIDE TO ELECTORAL DIVISSON NAMES, CODES AND DATESWHEN THEY EXISTED

The presentation of the Agriculturdl Statistics a Electord Divison level changes over time (1847-1851). The
arrangement of data for the first year (1847) is the smpliest with place name and crop acreages only. For 1848,
1849 and 1850 the electord divisions are presented under the county and Poor Law Union in which they were
located. Thus, where an Electora Division straddled county boundaries the data are deaggregated into the part of
the Electord Divison which gpplied to the county in which it was located. For example, Edmondstown Electora
Divison, in the Poor Law Union of Castlereagh spanned two counties, part in County Mayo and part in County
Roscommon, and so it has two codes. When aggragated these congtitute values for the entire Electord Division.

As dready pointed out in 1851 the census presentation was in a different format, data appear for the entire
Electord Divison as one unit, thus a third code had to be created, related to the county in which the larger area
was |located.

The coding scheme is a development of the county code to which has been added a Poor Law Union code
followed by an Electord Divison code. Hence, using the Electord Divison of Edmondstown as an example, the
codes are as follows-

The Electoral Divison of Edmondstown is in the Poor Law Union of Castlereagh and Counties of Mayo and

Since alarger portion of Edmondstown is located in County Mayo the 1851 code is based on a Co. Mayo code
= CCO3PLO5 with the unique identifier of EO6. Thus, the entire code is CCO3PLOSEO6. There are many
Electorad Divisons which span county boundaries and therefore require a code specific to the 1851 data. It is
important therefore to refer to the code book and check both codes and years.

Thetable below is a guide through this minefield.
Where there are blanks it indicates that the Electord Didtrict did not exist in that year or years

Notes on Poor Law Unions 1841-1911 (Ireland)

Various themes are available in the database at the spatid leve of the Poor Law Union, ranging from population and
housing numbers to acreages of crops and stock numbers. First, comments and notes about Poor Law unions. The
Irish Poor Law was passed in 1838 and over the subsequent years the union retwork was set in place. Initidly
there were many changes, splitting of unions and reorganisation of boundaries, and so to aid with these modification
over time the following notes have been prepared.

Poor Law data are presented in two ways.
1. Some data are presented for the entire union.

2. Other data are presented related to the county. Since some poor law unions straddle one or more county
boundaries data will only be presented for the portion of the union in that county. For the remainder of the union
one has to go to the county or counties in which the rest of the union islocated. This method of presentation is used
in the Censuses and a knowledge of the county alegiance is necessary for the data relating to crops at eectora
divison level (See notes on Electord Divisons). Thusif data are presented attached to its county it is necessary to
aggregate the various segments to make up the entire union.

For example, part of the Union of Lisburn isin County Antrim, the remainder is in County Down, thus where data
are presented according to counties the figures for the County Antrim segment have to be added to the County

Down segment to give data for the entire union. To accommodate the two ways Poor Law Union data have been
presented two coding schemes have been devised.  Where data pertains to the entire union the codes are presented
in table POOR_LAW _ID. Where data relates to the unions as defined by the county codes have been created to
tag unions to the part of the county the data applies. To guide the user through the county/unions see TABLE:

POOR_LAW_COUNTY_ID

Using the Poor Law Union of Lisburn the area of which straddles two counties the coding would be asfollows:
when data relate to the entire union the code is PLU100.

When datarelate to County Antrim that portion of the union is coded UC01PL08, and the County Down portion is
coded UCO5PL 05.

The network of unions arted with 130. By 1848 one additiona union was created, Dingle, formed from the union
of Tralee. By 1850 afurther 24 unions were added, carved out of severa existing unions which were considered to
be too large for adminigration during the famine crigs. Initidly 24 new unions were created - Bemullet, Killda,
Dromore West, Newport, Oughterard, Skull, Castleton, Clonekilty, Tulla, Killadysert, Corrofin, Balyvaughan,
Portumna, Mountbdlew, Glennamaddy, Strokestown, Claremorris, Tobercurry, Glin, Croom, Milldtredt,
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Mitchedstown, Bawnboy and Bdlymahon. To this number were added a further 8 unions, Borrisokane,
Donaghmore, Castlecomer, Kilmacthomas, Tomastown, Urlington, Y oughal, Castletown[devlin].

From 1851 onwards the number of unions remained fairly stable, modifications being minor. The following table will
help in unravelling the changes over the period 1841-1911. Population (collected from the census) and Agricultura
Statistics have been collected at this spatid level. Since the census data are collected every tenth year and the
agriculturd datistics annualy the latter had many more boundary changes in the early years of the data collection
(1847-1850). Furthermore since al the unions of the Poor Law were not fully operationa by the time of the 1841
census data for this census a that spatid level are found in the 1851, printed next to the 1851 census information,
thus aiding comparison.
